Divine Mercy Sunday (also known as the Feast of the Divine Mercy) is celebrated on the Second Sunday of Easter, which concludes the Octave 
of Easter. The feast day is observed by Roman Catholics as well as some Anglicans. It is originally based on the Catholic devotion to the Divine 
mercy and indulgences that Faustina Kowalska reported as part of her encounter with Jesus, and is associated with special promises from Jesus and 
indulgences issued by the Catholic Church. 

The feast of Divine Mercy, according to the diary of Kowalska, receives from Jesus the biggest promises of grace related to the Devotion of Divine 
Mercy, in particular that a person who goes to sacramental confession (the confession may take place some days before) and receives holy com-
munion on that day, shall obtain the total expiation of all sins and punishment. That means each person would go immediately after death to heav-
en without suffering in purgatory. Additionally, the Roman Catholic Church grants a plenary indulgence (observing the usual rules) with the recita-
tion of some simple prayers.

She invokes their assistance (in the funeral liturgy's In Paradisum 
deducant te angeli. . .["May the angels lead you into Paradise. . ."]). Moreover, in the "Cherubic Hymn" of the Byzantine Liturgy, she celebrates 
the memory of certain angels more particularly (St. Michael, St. Gabriel, St. Raphael, and the guardian angels). 
 
From its beginning until death, human life is surrounded by their watchful care and intercession.  "Beside each believer stands an angel as protector 
and shepherd leading him to life." Already here on earth the Christian life shares by faith in the blessed company of angels and men united in God.
