The condition of Christ's risen humanity

By means of touch and the sharing of a meal, the risen Jesus establishes direct contact with his disciples. He invites them in this way to recognize
that he is not a ghost and above all to verify that the risen body in which he appears to them is the same body that had been tortured and crucified,
for it still bears the traces of his Passion. Yet at the same time this authentic, real body possesses the new properties of a glorious body: not limited
by space and time but able to be present how and when he wills; for Christ's humanity can no longer be confined to earth, and belongs henceforth
only to the Father's divine realm. For this reason too the risen Jesus enjoys the sovereign freedom of appearing as he wishes: in the guise of a gar-
dener or in other forms familiar to his disciples, precisely to awaken their faith.

Christ's Resurrection was not a return to earthly life, as was the case with the raisings from the dead that he had performed before Easter: Jairus'
daughter, the young man of Naim, Lazarus. These actions were miraculous events, but the persons miraculously raised returned by Jesus' power to
ordinary earthly life. At some particular moment they would die again. Christ's Resurrection is essentially different. In his risen body he passes
from the state of death to another life beyond time and space. At Jesus' Resurrection his body is ﬁlled w1th the power of the Holy Spirit: he shares
the divine life in his glorious state, so that St. Paul can say that Christ is "the man of heaven". °¢ 64°764

FEAST OF FAITH
Only Say the Word

The bread is broken, the banquet is prepared, and now we
are invited to the feast. Once more the priest holds the host,
now broken, for us to see, and invites us to behold the one
“who takes away the sins of the world.” Truly blessed and
happy are those invited to this meal, which is a foretaste of
the heavenly banquet, the supper of the Lamb (Revelation
19:19). We respond to this invitation with a prayer to the
Lord: we acknowledge that we are not worthy, but at the
same time we are confident that the One who comes to us can
heal us, body and soul. This prayer echoes the story of the
centurion in Luke’s Gospel. The centurion, a Gentile, asks
healing for his servant, but does not consider himself worthy
to have Jesus come under his roof—he believes that Jesus can
heal his servant with a word, without even seeing him. Jesus
is amazed at his faith. It is the same for us. We believe that
Jesus speaks to us, comes to us, dwells with us, even though
we neither hear his voice nor see his face.

among you will be the slave of all.
