The Major Prophets of the Holy Scriptures — Isaiah contd.

Isaiah tells his people that God has been a father to them, He has nourished them from infancy to adulthood and they have turned against Him.
Other creatures know and adheres to the source of their providence except Israel renders no consideration.

Thus, he calls on heaven and earth to bear witness that Israel has proved itself ungrateful and disobedient. He does not hesitate to blame the lead-
ers, whom he calls "Rulers of Sodom," for the low moral state of the people. He sternly rebukes the hypocritical worshippers who offer sacrifices
to God, but who do not refrain from sin, thinking that they can "bribe" God, as the idol-worshippers do. Thus, Isaiah continues:

"Hear the word of God, you rulers of Sodom; give ear to the Torah of our God, you people of Gomorrah: 'To what purpose is the multitude of your
sacrifices unto Me,' says God; 'l am sated with the burnt-offerings of rams, and the fat of fatted beasts; the blood of the bullocks, of sheep, and of
he-goats I do not desire! When you come to appear in My presence who has required this of you, that you trample My courts? Do not continue to
bring me gifts of deceit... the New Moons and Sabbaths, the calling of assemblies, I cannot bear misdeed with solemn gathering... Therefore, when
you spread forth your hands, I will withdraw my eyes from you; when you speak ever so many prayers, [ will not hear; your hands are full of
blood. Wash yourselves; make yourselves clean; put away the evil of your deeds from before Mine eyes; cease to do evil; learn to do good; seek for
justice; relieve the oppressed; do justice to the orphan; plead for the widow.

The prophet then challenges the people to reason. He tells them that God is ready to forgive them if they will return to Him, and he warns them that
their disobedience will lead only to destruction.

-'Come now and let us reason together,' says God. 'Though your sins should be (red as) scarlet, they shall become white as snow; though they
should be red like crimson, they shall become (white) like wool. If you be willing and obey, the best of the land you shall eat; but if you refuse and
rebel, by the sword you shall be devoured; for the mouth of God has spoken!"" The Prophet Isaiah - Jewish History (chabad.org)
